The cast of 197 children 
have worked incredibly hard to put the show together in just two weeks.  At Montpelier, we value these opportunities as 
they teach our children so much: how to deal with nerves; how to cope with disappointment when your part is not quite 
what you wanted; how to co-operate and be patient; how to manage your time to learn lines and routines and also how to 
cope when things go wrong.  There are many things that they can learn and experience during this fortnight of rehearsing 
that they can’t learn from a maths lesson.  It is also so inspiring to see children show us skills that we were not aware they 
had and to see their confidence to grow from a previous performance - there are so many new faces this year taking more 
demanding parts that the Book of the Jungle audience will not have seen last year.  Thank you to all who have bought a ticket 
– the licence costs us approximately £450 so the money we raise covers the cost of that along with anything we need to buy 
in the way of props.  We hope you think that it is money well spent.  We have our last performance this evening – all aboard 
the magic carpet for one last time.
