Oh My Word. | wish it had been filmed so that | could have shared it with you so
you could have seen just how incredible your 642 children were. They filed out in total silence, lined up in bubbles (which
we were going to practice next week) and they stayed focused and alert. All adults and children were out swiftly and were
accounted for. As for Foundation Stage — the rest of the school gave them a round of applause as they did so well. | was a
very, very proud Headteacher as | stood in front of everyone. And on another positive, as Miss Spragg pointed out to me,
how lovely it was to see the whole school together for the first time in such a long time. So, fire practice ticked off! Knocked
it out of the park!
